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The Tommy McNamara Charitable Foun-
dation has helped the community’s chil-
dren in myriad ways since its formation in 
2013. 
The Foundation came about after the tragic 
loss of Tommy McNamara in 2012. Look-
ing for a way to honor him, his family and 
friends created the fund to “develop and 
maintain quality recreational and sports 
facilities for the enjoyment of the youth of 
the Kennebunk/Kennebunkport communi-
ty.” 
Since its inception, the fund has helped 
thousands of local children through con-
tributing to school fields, sponsoring those 
in need to play in local leagues and much 
more. 
The cornerstone of its work, though, has 
been the creation of the Tommy McNama-
ra Wiffle Ball Field in Lower Village. 
Home to T-ballers, it also plays host to an 
annual Tommy McNamara Wiffle Ball 
Tournament, now in its 10th year. 
The tournament has two parts—a youth 
division and adult— and while raising 
funds is the name of the game, a good time 
is had by all. 
This year’s tournament will be held on 
Aug. 3 and 4 at the field in Lower Village, 
so if you’re looking to watch some great 
playing or just support a great cause, check 
it out.
